1.  ACTIVE FAMILIES PROGRAMME AT CREGGAN COUNTRY PARK

choices at an early age.  Research has also shown that usually the most influential people in a young person’s life are 
their peers, their parents/guardians.

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The FREE outdoor exhibition is a collection of 120 large scale photographs (each the size of a double bed), studying our 
environment and the impact man has made on it – displayed in Armagh Market Square, the Mall and at the Navan  
Centre.  The Mall also hosts a large world floor map to walk on and a Translink courtesy busy is available all week 
between the Mall and Navan Centre. 
 
Armagh City and District Council is hosting the Armagh Planet Earth Festival through June, July and August this year. 
 
The pupils at Markethill toured the exhibition and also completed their free Planet Earth Passport, designed to guide 
them around the exhibition in a fun and interactive way, learning about the world, the environment and Mother 
Nature.  Completed passports get entered into a prize draw. 
 
Everyone is encouraged to Go M.A.D., that’s Go Make A Difference to the planet by pledging a change in everyday 
behaviours.  Families can save hundreds of pounds pledging to be more energy efficient, reducing waste and using 
sustainable transport.

3. CONCERNS OVER LACK OF NEW WOODLAND  

The amount of new woodland created in the UK dropped last year, despite pressure from politicians to increase 
planting to tackle climate change and help wildlife, according to figures.  

The Woodland Trust described the fall in the amount of woodlands planted as "truly worrying", and also warned that 
trees in hedgerows and fields were being lost as old trees die or are felled and are not replaced. The figures from the 
Forestry Commission showed the total area of new planting in the UK in the past year was 5,400 hectares, of which 
5,000 hectares (90%) were broadleaf trees. In addition, 15,100 hectares were "restocked" - replanted after trees were 
harvested - mostly with conifers.  

According to the Woodland Trust, the figure for new planting was down on last year's 6,000 hectares and less than half 
the 12,000 hectares planted in 2004. The woodland charity called for action to increase the amount of tree cover in 
the UK, claiming trees were a "highly cost effective" way of tackling major policy challenges of the new Government 
such as climate change.  

When in power, Labour pledged in the Low Carbon Transition Plan to support a new drive to encourage private 
funding for woodland creation, as part of efforts to create an additional 10,000 hectares of woodland a year for 15 
years. And both the Conservatives and Liberal Democrats pledged in their manifestos to support an increase in 
woodlands.  

Sue Holden, chief executive of the Woodland Trust, said: "These figures are truly worrying, but should be seen as a 
clarion call to us all to reverse the downward trend as a matter of urgency. Woods and trees are not a luxury but 
essential for our future quality of life. "They are a key component in delivering a wide range of environmental benefits, 
such as carbon storage, air quality control, shade and shelter, surface flood water management and soil conservation, 
which are all the more pressing if we are to adapt to a rapidly changing climate."

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4.  ‘MORE TREES, MORE GOOD’ 

The Woodland Trust is calling for a massive increase in tree planting with the launch of its new campaign ‘More Trees, 

More Good’.  BBC Northern Ireland weather forecaster Angie Phillips predicted a bright outlook for the ambitious tree 

planting movement, which calls for a UK rich in native woods and trees. 

 

The Trust wants to see a doubling of native woodland cover throughout the UK over the next 50 years.  This 

achievement, according to the conservation charity, would require 20 million trees to be planted per year throughout 

the UK – but at the moment we’re planting just 6 million. 

 

Angie Phillips says: “Native trees and woods provide countless benefits. They are havens for a vast array of insects, 

birds and mammals and are also essential for our own health and wellbeing, providing oxygen and locking up carbon.”  

She continues: “Woods are beautiful, magical retreats - places where we can take time out and where our children can 

play and explore.  And, as a mum, I want to make sure that we create and leave a living legacy for the next 

generation.”  

 

The Trust’s President Clive Anderson has also given the campaign his backing: “We realise 20 million trees is a huge 

task but an increase in tree-planting rates is essential, and we can’t do it alone.  That’s why the Trust is calling on all 

individuals and organisations to help rise to the challenge.” The Woodland Trust has created a whole package of tree-

planting offers enabling schools, youth groups, community groups, organisations, farmers and landowners to plant 

trees and create homes for our precious wildlife. 

 

The Woodland Trust is offering schools and youth groups the chance to apply for a FREE consignment of 30 native 

trees.  Apply now and your pack – which includes dog rose, elder, hazel and crab apple – will be delivered this 

November.

1. ECOSIA – THE ECO-FRIENDLY SEARCH ENGINE  

 
Schools can now support rainforest protection whilst using the search tool Ecosia for their learning. Ecosia is an eco-
friendly Internet search engine backed by Yahoo, Bing and the World Wide Fund for Nature (WWF). It basically works 
like any other search engine but, unlike others, Ecosia gives at least 80% of its advertising revenue to a rainforest 
protection program run by the WWF.  
 
Because of this, Ecosia users can save about two square meters of rainforest with every search they do – without 
paying anything. Furthermore, all Ecosia servers run on green electricity, so they do not cause any CO2 emissions. By 
using Ecosia, you can turn your web searches green.

1.     LLOYDS TSB FOUNDATION NI 

Northern Ireland's Voluntary and Community sector received a major boost in December 2009 when the long-term 
future of funding streams for local organisations was confirmed. The Lloyds TSB Foundation for Northern Ireland has 
now concluded negotiations with its primary funder, the newly formed and expanded Lloyds Banking Group.  
 

Together with sister foundations in England and Wales, and the Channel Islands, they will receive guaranteed funding 
every year for four years from 2010 to 2013, and at a higher level than in 2009. The three foundations have also 
secured an ongoing commitment for at least the subsequent six years.   

Sandara Kelso-Robb, Executive Director of the Lloyds TSB Foundation for Northern Ireland, said that the outcome 
ensures the Foundation will maintain and potentially expand funding and support for Northern Ireland charities at a 
time of very difficult and challenging economic circumstances.  
 

Applications can be made for up to a maximum of £5,000 and only organisations with an overall income of less than

The programme has three rounds 21st July, 22nd September and the 24th November.
